STEP 1:  INITIAL SCREENING

Learning performance, behavioral characteristics exhibited over time

Elementary:   Individual Elementary TAG Instructional Plan will be written within 30 days of   
  identification based on initial and ongoing assessment. 
 

Secondary:   Secondary TAG Instructional Plan (course plans) are written and reviewed annually. 
 

Parent Involvement:  Team selection of programs and services annually and as needed or requested.
